ARTLAB An intensive year-round internship and apprentice program for

underserved high school youth. The youth are paid a stipend that helps

to instill responsibility, reward achievement, inspire new confidence and

encourage goals. This innovative long-term program utilizes the arts,

mentorship and learning to encourage the development of academic, personal

and workforce skills. ArtLab youth learn from the CREATIVE RESIDENTS

and participate in workshops directed by visiting artists. They work with

LEARNING LAB groups as helpers and mentors. This all happens in an

atmosphere that fosters creativity, diversity, competence, asset development,

trust and teamwork. The youth are recommended by various community

groups and selected after personal interviews.

THE NITTY GRITTY

• For youth ages 14-19

• 15-20 students, two to four days a week
